5. We work together to reach common goals for the betterment of our region, all beings and future
generations.

6. We leave personal wants outside.

7. We are open to differing and new perspectives. we seek to understand where each person is coming
from, and we share information and beliefs in an environment of trust.

8. We listen to each other and work together to ensure that everyone has an opportunity to speak.
9. We keep personal stories that are shared in confidence inside this room.

10. We arrive and depart feeling at ease, and we look forward to meeting again.
